Ground rules: 
-Confidentiality 
-No Name Calling 
-No Retribution 
-Only Speak for Yourself 
(no “he said, she said”)

Initiation: Identify the 
conflict. State simply what 
the conflict is perceived to 
be in just a few words 
without blame or 
unnecessary adjectives.

Facilitator: needs to accurately 
track what is being said, stay 
neutral, ask clarifying questions 
and present possibilities. It is 
important to keep participants 
on track, speaking in turn and 
out of the anger/blame cycle.
